Safer Internet Day took place on
Tuesday 7th February all across the UK.
This year the theme was ‘Want to talk
about it?  Making  space  for
conversations about life online.” During
the week, staff revised the 'SMART
rules with the children and spent time
discussing how they can be safe online.
